E. Submit all completed materials including the type-written essay in .doc or .pdf format to  bbrown@morainpark.edu by 5PM, Monday, March 13, 2017    
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Winners will be selected by a panel of your instructors based on originality, viability, spelling, sentence structure and completeness of thought.  Awards will be announced and given at the Student Awards Banquet on Friday May 12, 2017.
